Subj: SNOW REMOVAL BILL

1. Purpose. To establish procedures and assign responsibilities and priorities for snow removal and sanding operations, as required, to
produce safe conditions for vehicular and foot traffic at activities receiving Public Works support from the Naval Academy.

2. Cancellation. USNA/AAC Instruction 11300.4. This directive is a complete revision and should be reviewed in its entirety. No
special markings apppear in the margins.

3. Responsibilities

a. The Naval Academy Public Works Officer is responsible for snow removal, sanding, and salting operations of streets, parking
lots, and walkways for the Naval Academy, Naval Station, and Naval Medical Clinic, Annapolis. The Shops Engineer, Naval
Academy Public Works Department, is the coordination officer for this snow removal effort, per reference (a).

b. The Officer in Charge, Naval Surface Warfare Center, INSWC), Annapolis, is responsible for snow removal operations at
NSWC. The Kinkaid Road access to this facility will be cleared with the Naval Station snow removal operations.

¢. The Department of Defense (IDOD) Police will assist in the implementation of snow removal actions.
4. Criteria. Snow removal and/or sanding/salting operations will begin when a snowfall of 1 inch has accumulated or when icy

conditions on streets and walkways require sanding or salting. Applicable sections of reference (a) will be used in carrying out an
effective snow removal bill.

5. Priorities. Priorities for snow removal and sanding or salting operations at the Naval Academy and Naval Medica! Clinic are set
forth in enclosure (1). Priorities for the Naval Station are specified in enclosure (2). Snow removal crews will be dispatched so the
priority lists will be accomplished simultaneously. Priorities listed in enclosures (1) and (2) are applicable in normal situations and
weather conditions. Priorities may be altered as dictated by the prevailing weather conditions or schedule of activities. The Shops
Engineer will keep the Public Works Officer and Deputy for Operations apprised of snow removal progress and any shift in priorities.

6. Action

a. During normal working hours, the Naval Academy Public Works Officer, or a designated representative, will initiate the snow
remaval bill.

b. Outside normal working hours, the Shops Engineer will initiatc the snow removal bill. The DOD Police will notify the Shops
Engincer (during duty hours) or Central Heating Plant (after hours), when there is precipitation of snow, sleet, or freezing rain, or
when wet roadways begin icing. Whenever heavy snowfall is predicted. essential employees (as defined in reference (b)) will be
recalled as necessary to make sure snow removal operations begin in a timely manner.

¢. When snowfall of 1 inch has accumulated, the DOD Police will post “No Parking” signs in the following areas:
(1) Maryland Avenue

(2) Decatur Road
(3) Blake Road
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(4) Buchanan Road
(5) Holloway Road

Owners of vehicles parked in these areas will be contacted by the DOD Police and requested to move their vehicles
immediately.  The DOD Police will remove “No Parking” signs when requested by the Shops Engineer.

d. When snowfall is anticipated or occurring, occupants of quarters and apartments are requested to park their cars in garages
whenever possible.

€. The Public Works Officer will issue amplifying instructions as deemed necessary to carry out an effective snow removal
operation.

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SNOW REMOVAL PRIORITIES
Naval Academy and Naval Medical Clinic, Annapolis
1. Roads
a. Clearance for movement of fire-fighting equipment, ambulances, police, and essential service vehicles.

b. Main roads (Bowyer, Decatur, Maryland, Blake, Buchanan, Porter, Cooper, Santee, Wood, and
Phythian Roads).

c. Service entrances for King Hall.
d. Secondary roads and all parking lots.
2. Walks - Weekdays
a. Approaches to Bancroft Hall (all wings) and academic buildings.
b. Administration Building, Superintendent’s Quarters, and Medical Clinic entrance walks.
c. Other operational buildings (Chapel, Halligan Hall, Leahy Hall, etc.)
d. Sidewalk along north side of MD 450, leading to South Severn swimming pool.

e. Public Quarters (street, sidewalks only). Walks leading from the quarters (excluding apartments) to
the street sidewalks are the responsibility of occupants.

3. Walks - Weekends and Holidays
a. Chapel , Blake Road walks, and Medical Clinic entrance walks.
b. Approaches to Bancroft Hall (all wings).
c. Superintendent’s Quarters

d. Others as necessary

NOTE: (1) Sidewalks used less frequently in each category will be deferred or eliminated. Clearance of
walks will proceed simultancously with clearance of strect.

Naval Station, Annapolis
1. Roads

a. Clearance for movement of fire fighting equipment, ambulances, police, and essential
service vehicles.

b. Main and arterial roads.

c. Area to the rear of Building #46 (loading platform).

d. Secondary roads and all parking lots.
2. Walks - Weekdays

a. Administration Building.

b. Commissary Store area.

c. Housing area.

d. Chapel and Nursery areas.
3. Walks - Weekends and Holidays

a. Chapel and Nursery areas.

b. Others as necessary

NOTE: (1) Sidewalks used less frequently in each category will be deferred or eliminated.
Clearance of walks will proceed simultaneously with clearance of street.

(2) CBU-403 is tasked with the clearance of roads and parking lots at the Naval Station.
Overall coordination responsibility remains with the Public Works Officer.
