Course is approximately seventeen miles of relatively closed, rolling terrain.  (Map follows)

Pre-registration only for the Time Trial except for the Women’s B and Men’s D fields. One-day licenses will be sold on each day.  Each rider must sign a standard release waiver prior to participation.
Points for each race will be awarded in accordance with 2008 ACCC/NCCA rules.

PARKING AND DIRECTIONS: READ THOROUGHLY
I. CRITERIUM: From Route 50 East, take exit 27 (Route 450 toward Naval Academy), staying right and following signs.  At end of ramp at T-intersection make a left turn onto divided road (There will be a small sign on the other side of the road pointing to the left for the Naval Academy). Follow this road, crossing over the Severn River Bridge.  At the first light after the bridge (at the top of the hill) make a left turn into Naval Academy Gate 8 and onto campus.  Stop at the gate and tell the gate guard you are here for the bike race and follow the signs to criterium course and parking. 

 
FOR COMPETITORS: The Naval Academy is a government installation; with current high security condition, cars are not normally allowed on campus.  In order to drive on campus the license plate number, make, model, color, driver name, and number of passengers of each team’s vehicle must be e-mailed to Chuck Jones (m093282@usna.edu)  no later than February 19, 2007.  Teams must coordinate all the information for their race caravan with their team leadership in order to send all information for a team in as one.  Information received after the deadline will not be processed. If you are unable to get information in prior to this date, you may park at Navy Marine Corps Memorial Stadium for $5.00.

FOR SPECTATORS: Information on available parking will be passed out shortly detailing local public parking of convenience. Navy Marine Corps Memorial Stadium will be available for $5.00 parking. 
Navy Marine Corps Memorial Stadium (304 Farragut Rd, Annapolis, MD 21401-2220): 

Follow Rt. 50 East and take the Bestgate exit (exit 24). Turn right onto Bestgate which will turn into Rowe Blvd. The stadium will be on the right hand side with parking along Taylor Ave on your right. 

-to reach the Academy at gate 8 from the stadium, go the opposite direction on Taylor Ave (you should pass a shopping center with a Grauls) on your left side. Make a right at the T and then follow the road. After one stop sign, turn right into Gate 8. 
II. TIME TRIAL: Parking will be made available at Davidsonville Elementary School.  This will also be the organization area for the time trial.  
From Route 50, take Route 424 south and turn west (right) on Route 214.  After one half mile on 214 (Central Ave), turn right into the school toward the western parking area (opposite the cemetery).  
From Route 301, take Route 214 east approximately five miles until turning left into the school parking lot. Signs will be posted.
