Project Assignment #2 – Full Problem Statement

The assignment for this week is to complete the “introduction” portion of your proposal.  This includes:
· The purpose of your project (reflecting mentor feedback on your earlier statements and your better understanding of the project)
· Background--- this should reveal the fruit of your labors with the library resources.  What is the full extent of the problem you are trying to solve? How have others approached this problem?  What are the limitations of those approaches?  If you are working on a small piece of a big puzzle, this is the place to explain that larger problem and how your work fits into it.
· Objective Tree--- what are the broad objectives of your project in simple terms?  Arrange your objectives in a hierarchy.  
· Requirements---   Now address those objectives by creating requirements for your system.  It’s time to start placing bounds on your problem.  Use your background research to determine realistic goals for the system in terms of power requirements, performance, cost, etc.  Requirements should be verifiable and unambiguous.  They should also be a complete set that addresses all the needs of your system.  
· Scope—a statement of the limits of your project.  
· References used---  In your full proposal, this will go at the end.  But you should include it with the introduction section here so that you properly document your sources for your background section.

TAKE NOTE-- Time to leave the bullets behind… it’s time to start writing in paragraph form.
