Pilot Certificate
· Eligibility Requirements:

· Be at least 17 years old

· Understand English

· Complete necessary training

· Have a current medical

· Training Required:
· Written:

· Receive instruction in areas designated by Section 61.105 of the FARs.

· Receive endorsement from certified instructor to take test

· Practical:

· At least 40 hours of flight time (broken down into more specific categories in Section 61.109 of the FARs)
· 3 hrs of flight time within 60 days preceding test

· Must have passed written test within past 24 calendar months

· Received flight training in areas designated by Section 61.107(b)(1)  and met all requirements of Section 61.39 of the FARs

· Received logbook endorsement from certified instructor
· Currency Requirements:

· A Biennial Flight Review as outlined in Section 61.56 of the FARs; namely, must occur every 24 calendar months, and consist of at least 1 hour of ground training and 1 hour of flight training

· Passenger/Property Transportation:

· Day Currency:
1. 3 takeoffs and landings within the previous 90 days during day VFR conditions

· Night Currency:

1. 3 takeoffs and landings to FULL STOP from 1 hour after sunset to 1 hour before sunrise within preceding 90 days during night VFR conditions

· Privileges:

· Can fly any single-engine land non complex/tailwheel/high-performance aircraft
· Can fly anywhere in the world in a US-registered airplane (one with a tail number that starts with N)
· License does not expire

· Limitations:
· May NOT fly for hire
· Must pay pro-rata share of all flight expenses
Medical Certificate:

· Certificate stating that holder is in good health and capable of physically performing the necessary acts to pilot an aircraft

· Required for all Airplane and Rotorcraft pilots
· 3 Types:

· 1st class:

· Most strenuous examination
· Required for ATPs

· Valid for 12 months from date of issue

· 2nd class

· Required for Commercial pilots

· Valid for 24 months from date of issue

· 3rd class

· Easiest to get, can get one from Brigade Medical
· Doubles as student pilot certificate

· Valid for 36 months from date of issue

Miscellaneous:

· Must carry Pilot’s license, photo ID, current medical, current charts, and a current A/FD on EVERY flight
