Navigational Aids
VOR

· VHF Omidirectional Range

·  Gives the airplanes magnetic bearing from a station on the ground (FROM), or the magnetic bearing to a station on the ground. (TO)
· VOT- testing facility that transmits the 000 radial in 360°. Allows aircraft to test the accuracy of their VOR’s on the ground. 
· No TO/FROM indication means your in the area of ambiguity

· Automatic Direction Finder

· Gives Relative Bearing= number of degrees you must turn to the right to point towards the station.

· MH+RB=MB

· Two Kinds

· Fixed Card- displays relative bearing (0° always at top)

· Moveable Card- allows pilot to rotate the compass card to Magnetic Heading, so that the card displays the Magnetic bearing…
GPS

· Space Based System of 24 satelites
· At least 5 are visible at all times
· Needs 4 satellites to give 3 dimensional position
· Uses programmed database to give time/speed distance information.
