1. List and briefly describe the four options a midshipman has upon witnessing a possible honor offense.

a. Approach and discuss, then if no violation has occurred, take no further action.
b. Approach and discuss, formally counsel in writing and submit counseling sheet to Honor Chair.

c. Approach and discuss, then report the offense to the Brigade Honor Chair in the form of a formal accusation.
d. Take immediate action by reporting the offense to the Brigade Honor Chair in the form of an accusation.
2. What are the two precepts of the Honor Concept?

a. Midshipmen are presumed to be honorable.
b. A Midshipmen’s statements and actions must always represent the complete truth.

3. State what the “non-toleration clause” is, also specify as to where and how it is applied.

The “non-toleration clause” is a part of the U.S. Military Academy and U.S. Air Force Academy honor code, wherein failure to report an honor violation is an honor violation in itself.

4. In the case of a not guilty plea, can the honor of the accused be used against them?

Yes, if the accused is given the order to answer a question, they are required to answer that question.  To do otherwise would be a UCMJ offence.
5. List and describe the three characteristics that must be met in order for a guilty plea to be accepted by the honor board.

a. Knowing – the plea must be clearly and expressly made, not implied nor inferred.
b. Intelligent – the accused must understand what rights are given up and what the implications are.

c. Voluntary – must be given by the accused’s own free will, without pressure from another individual.

Fleet Admiral Nimitz was one of the signers for the United States when Japan formally signed the surrender terms aboard the battleship Missouri in Tokyo Bay.

10. What does BIO stand for and what are their responsibilities pertaining to an honor case?


BIO = Brigade Investigative Officer.

They are assigned to a case when the Honor Chair decides there is sufficient evidence and passes the case along to the Vice Honor Chair of Investigations.  The BIO is responsible for gathering evidence, interviewing witnesses, collecting statements, and submitting a written report to the Vice Honor Chair of Investigations.

11. How many Honor Representatives does each company of the brigade have, and to what classes do they pertain?

Each company has 4 total Honor Representatives.  Two First Class midshipmen and two second class midshipmen.

12. Name the type of final vote that must be reached in order for a guilty plea to be accepted.  List the minimum ratio of voting members that is required to achieve this.

Super majority.  Six of the nine voting members must agree to accept the plea.

13. In what building is the writing center located?  When is it open?
