1. What are the seven missions of the Marines as defined by the National Security Act of 1947?

a.  Provide Fleet Marine Forces with combined arms and supporting air components for service with the United States Fleet in the seizure or defense of advanced Naval bases, and for the conduct of such land operations as may be essential to the execution of a Naval campaign.

b.  Provide detachments and organizations for service on armed vessels of the Navy and security detachments for the protection of naval property at naval stations and bases. 

c.  Develop, in accordance with the Army, Navy, and Air Force, the doctrine, tactics techniques, and equipment employed by landing forces in amphibious operations.


d.  Provide Marine forces for airborne operations, in coordination with the Army, Navy, Air Force, according to the doctrine established by the Joint Chiefs of Staff. 

e.  Develop, in accordance with the Army, Navy, and Air Force, the doctrine, procedures, and equipment for airborne operations. 

f.  Expand peacetime components to meet wartime needs according to the joint mobilization plans. 

g.  Perform such other duties as the President may direct.

14. Explain the 54 Crucible evolution.

The crucible includes over 70 miles of forced marching.  Approximately 550 recruits move in 12-20 person squads through eight major events: a day movement resupply, casualty evacuation, combat assault course, reaction course, enhanced confidence course, night infiltration course, and a night march.  Approximately 30 team-building obstacles called “Warrior Stations” and additional reaction course problems teach recruits teamwork and adaptiveness.  Drill Instructors accompany squads as safety personnel only.

15. Where is the Infantry MOS school located and how long is its course of instruction?

Infantry school last 8 weeks and is located at Camp Pendleton and Camp Lejeune.

TBS is a six-month course designed to instruct the Second Lieutenant in how to be an Infantry Platoon Commander.  Following TBS, the Second Lieutenant will report to an Officer Primary MOS School for 6 weeks to 6 months before reporting to Fleet Marine Force Units.
