5. Name and define the five types of divisions.

a. Armored – Armor units are trained to dominate maneuvers on the battlefield.

b. Light – Infantry units that operate most effectively in restricted terrain or weather.  They can rapidly infiltrate behind enemy lines.
c. Airborne – Infantry units focusing their training on immediate large-scale deployment and power-projection actions.  They train extensively in seizing and securing vital objectives under any weather condition.
d. Air Assault – Infantry units train extensively with attack and assault helicopters to seize and fully exploit the operational initiative by employing rapidly over great geographical distances to attack on the flanks and rear of an enemy.
e. Mechanized - Infantry units are trained to defeat armor units by cooperating with tank forces.  They use the M2/M3 Bradley.
