US NAVAL ACADEMY FLY-BY PROCEDURES
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Concept of Operations

Flyovers are a highly motivational event for the midshipmen and a long-standing tradition at the US Naval Academy.  Our goal is to ensure compliance with Navy, FAA and Naval Academy directives.  Due to the very high concentration of civilian and military traffic in this area, please read the following instructions to ensure flight safety.

Restrictions

Flyovers, with the exception of the Navy Flight Demonstration Team, will be planned as a single pass, flat, non-maneuvering two or four ship formation.  Flyovers will be flown at 1000’ AGL and at airspeed of 250 knots unless previously coordinated with Potomac Approach.  Potomac Approach will approve speeds in excess of 250 knots for military aircraft if needed for aircraft performance.  Any changes to a scheduled flyover must be coordinated through the Logistics Officer in the Commandant’s Operations office.  

Procedures

1. The Naval Academy has several flyover locations: Navy-Marine Corps Stadium, Tecumseh Court, Worden Field and the columbarium.  All procedures start from a VFR holding location.  Aircraft commanders should become familiar with the appropriate procedures.  

2. Upon checking in to Potomac Approach on UHF, advise them you are participating in a Naval Academy flyover.   Plan to arrive in holding at least 20 minutes prior to your TOT.  While in holding expect a radio check on 121.95, Goat control, and a GPS time hack as well.

Holding airspace – Kent Island (app 38`52’00”N 076`22’30”W)

Holding altitude – Potomac Approach will assign 

Holding frequency – 282.275/294.75/254.35/317.425 depending on sector

3. A few minutes prior to your flyover, Goat control will reconfirm your flyover TOT.  It is up to each aircraft commander or flight lead to ensure they leave holding at a time that permits them to be over the target at the TOT.  Aircraft should advise Goat control when departing holding and when one minute from the target.

4. For Home Football Games, the target is Navy-Marine Corps Stadium (app 38`59’04”N 076`30’25”W). After passing the target, aircraft should follow instructions given by Potomac Approach, which will be given while in holding.

5.  If instructed to “Waveoff,” aircraft shall discontinue with maneuver and proceed with ATC instructions.  A wave-off will be initiated by Goat control in the interest of safety of flight.

6.  Aircraft in holding must be able to maintain VMC conditions at their assigned altitude.  If unable, pick up an IFR clearance and notify Goat control if unable to perform flyover so that it may be canceled.  

7. Safety is paramount.  If there are any problems, discontinue the flyover and advise Goat control, when able.  

8. If you need to make a late cancellation, notify Potomac Approach as well Goat control on 121.95 or on cellular phone at (443)336-2643 or (443)848-3424.  Prior to the event itself, Potomac Approach can be reached for last minute adjustments or cancellations at (540) 349-7541/7586.  If you are not in holding at least 5 minutes prior to your TOT or if you are going to be minutes late for your assigned TOT, you may be canceled due to timeline restrictions. 
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BILLETING, TRANSPORTATION AND AIRCRAFT PARKING

Billeting:

Aircrews are responsible for their own billeting arrangements.  Homecoming, Parent’s Weekend and Graduation are busy periods so aircrews should plan accordingly.
