     1. PAPERS & PRESENTATIONS.  Final drafts of papers are due to us via e-mail (macris@usna.edu) by 1 January 2009.  Papers should be written in Microsoft Word in one of two formats: Modern Language Association (MLA) or Chicago Manual of Style.  Typeface shall be Times New Roman 12 point, with default Microsoft Word margin widths; include a cover page.  As this is an interdisciplinary conference, authors are asked to write to the widest possible professional audience, minimizing the use of jargon and specialized vocabulary.  Noting that one of the primary goals for this conference is to expand the academic literature in the affairs of the Persian Gulf, we ask that authors submit papers that are polished and ready to be posted on the web or published. 


Presenters should expect no more than 10-15 minutes to present the key points of their papers, followed by a period for discussion. All of our presentation rooms have online capable computers with overhead projectors, and all have Microsoft Powerpoint.  If you wish to use the computer, we request that you bring your electronic presentation in two forms, one on CD-ROM or DVD, and the second in an email to yourself. NEW AS OF DEC 2008:  DUE TO NEW SECURITY RESTRICTIONS, MEMORY STICKS/THUMB DRIVES ARE PROHIBITED!!! Presenters should also have a back-up plan in the event “Murphy’s Law” strikes: please be prepared to present without any computer accompaniment at all. 

      2. REGISTRATION FOR CONFERENCE.  All paper presenters and participants in the conference must register for the conference and pay the $95 registration fee ($10 early bird reduction if paid by December 15th).  This fee includes two luncheons. Please register online at www.usna.edu/MiddleEast. Those who have not registered and paid by 15 January will be dropped from the conference program.

     3. ACCOMMODATIONS.  For our partner hotel we have selected the O’Callaghan Hotel, 174 West Street, Annapolis, Maryland 21401. Please contact them for reservations (www.ocallaghanhotels.com, info@ocallaghanhotels-us.com, 1-410-263-7700, 1-866-782-9624).  Their room rate will be within the maximum U.S. government per diem rate; there is an extra charge for car parking.  Upon request, the hotel’s shuttle bus will make trips to the U.S. Naval Academy.  Conference participants, of course, are free to stay wherever they wish. 

     4. ACCESS TO THE U.S. NAVAL ACADEMY.  The U.S. Naval Academy is a guarded U.S. military facility; only those vehicles displaying official government decals, and whose drivers possess official identification cards, will be granted access to the campus.  Pedestrians of any nationality may enter during regular business hours; to enter campus as a pedestrian, however, you must present to the guard an official identification card, such as a driver’s license or passport.  

     5. PARKING.  If you do not have an official U.S. Department of Defense decal on your car, you have two recommended parking options.  Guests of the O’Callaghan’s Hotel may ride the hotel’s courtesy shuttle to the Naval Academy. Second, you may park at the U.S. Naval Academy’s football stadium (550 Taylor Avenue, Annapolis MD, Blue Lot, Gate #5), about 2 miles from campus ($5 parking charge per day). Wait in the bus stop area near the blue and gold F-18 Blue Angel jet, and ride a special conference shuttle van to the campus. We do not recommend that you attempt to park in the Annapolis Historic District and walk onto campus.
