ANNAPOLIS , MD (Saturday, November 8, 2008) – Navy was able to shut down #12 University of Michigan – Dearborn’s two high-scoring freshmen sensations, but still fell in overtime to the Wolves by a score of 5 to 4. 

Navy opened the game on Freshman Mitch Pulver's power play goal just over four minutes into the game. Navy Senior Alex Wallis added a tally late in the first period with an even strength goal. 

In the second period, Sophomore Michael Orzetti netted a second Navy power play goal, which was quickly answered by UMD a half minute later. The period ended with Navy holding a 3-1 lead. 

In the third period Navy and UMD traded goals within fifteen seconds of one another.  Navy relinquished its 4-2 lead as UMD scored two straight goals, including the game tying power-play goal as regulation time was winding down.  

 

Most of the 4-on-4 overtime period saw back and forth action, but a Michigan-Dearborn slap shot ended a high spirited, hard fought game by both teams.   

Junior netminder Jeremey Estevez made 38 saves, as the Wolves out-shot the Mids, 43-38.  Referee Sal Mazzola whistled nine minor penalties against Navy and five against UMD. Navy endured crucial penalties late in regulation.  The Midshipmen (now 6-9-2 overall) are back in action next weekend at McMullen Hockey Arena against #3-ranked Penn State.
