Subaru / Practical Application of Today’s Technology 
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Introduced in 2004, the Subaru WRX STi is a high performance version of the Subaru Impreza four-door sedan.  Its turbocharged 2.5 liter engine makes 300 horsepower and 300 lb-ft of torque making it one of the highest specific output engines available in street-legal cars today.
For the 2006 model year, Subaru has introduced a new model line known as the B9 Tribeca. This five or seven passenger vehicle incorporates the same core technology of past Subaru products while taking advantage of newer technology such as a touch screen GPS navigation system, Variable Valve Lift (VVL), Tire Pressure Monitoring System (TPMS) and Variable Torque Distribution (VTD) all wheel drive.

Also new for 2006 model year is the Subaru Diagnostics System (SDS). This wireless, laptop based system is developed to assist the technician in quick and accurate repairs of the Subaru product line. The SDS provides the technician information from the vehicle systems, and also from data resources such as vehicle history service manuals and service bulletins. 
Montgomery College and Subaru of America, Inc. present Greg Pounds to explain the practical application of Subaru technology. Greg will cover changes to the 2006 STi since introduced in the 2004 model year and include related technologies incorporated into the B9 Tribeca. Driving Directions: 

FROM I 270:

Take EXIT 6A (for RT 28 or WEST MONTGOMERY AVE) from I 270. Look for Montgomery College sign – as you get onto RT 28 east, look for NELSON ST. to the left

TURN LEFT onto NELSON STREET – look for the Montgomery College sign, follow approximately .8 (eight tenths) of a mile to COLLEGE PARKWAY

TURN LEFT onto COLLEGE PARKWAY; follow approximately .9 (nine tenths) of a mile to RT 355

TURN RIGHT onto RT 355; follow approximately .2 (two tenths) of a mile to the NEXT TRAFFIC LIGHT

TURN RIGHT onto NORTH CAMPUS DRIVE, then the FIRST RIGHT into the parking area

FROM RT 97

TURN onto RT 28 (from 97 southbound TURN RIGHT, from 97 northbound TURN LEFT) follow for approximately 2.4 (two miles and four tenths) to EAST GUDE DRIVE

TURN RIGHT onto EAST GUDE DRIVE; follow approximately 2.1 (two miles and one tenth) to RT 355

TURN LEFT onto RT 355 SOUTH; follow approximately .5 (five tenths of a mile) to NORTH CAMPUS DRIVE

TURN RIGHT onto NORTH CAMPUS DRIVE, then the FIRST RIGHT into the parking area
