NL310 (Leadership Theory and Application) is a USNA required core course and graduation requirement scheduled for completion during 2/C year.  NL310 is offered in the fall, spring and summer of each academic year. 

Midshipmen on exchange must complete an approved course or regimen of study in order to get credit for NL310.  Specific guidelines are set out below.
Because of typically increased schedule loading for midshipmen who return from exchange, coupled with restrictions on taking NL310 as a First Class, it is strongly recommended that 2/C midshipmen on exchange complete their NL310 core requirement while abroad.

Prior coordination and approval by the LEL Department is not required. Register and successfully complete an approved course in order to get NL310 credit.

For Midshipmen going on exchange to a Foreign Service Academy or civilian university: 
· Prior coordination and approval are required in order to receive NL310 credit.  After reading this page, you should contact the NL310 Course Director or the NL310 Course Coordinator regarding your intentions for NL310 credit while attending a foreign or civilian institution. 
· Midshipmen scheduled to complete a Foreign Service Academy or civilian university exchange and who seek credit for NL310 must get approval for the intended coursework from the NL310 Course Director or the NL310 Course Coordinator before departing on exchange.  Without prior coordination, LEL is unable to effectively assess the specific quality and scope of the courses offered. 
· Midshipmen should be prepared to provide (translated) information on their intended coursework to include course description, course policy, syllabus, and the number of contact hours.   

· In some instances, it may be determined that there is a significant difference between the course offered abroad and NL310, but that the difference can be made up by additional work completed while abroad or upon the midshipman's return to USNA.  Midshipmen seeking NL310 credit from a foreign or civilian institution should expect, at the minimum, to complete the following additional assignments if not already addressed in the foreign or civilian coursework. 
· Leadership Development Paper
· Counseling or Leadership Assessment Log
· All tailored coursework will be coordinated and approved through the NL310 Course Director or Course Coordinator.

· The variability in course content and grading standards is much greater at foreign institutions and civilian schools. For this reason, USNA grants validation credit instead of entering a grade for the completed course.  
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
