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	   Captain Campbell, a native of Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, is a 1973 graduate of the United States Naval Academy, earning a Bachelor of Science degree as a Chemistry major.  After graduation, he attended Nuclear Power School in Bainbridge, Maryland, nuclear prototype training in Ballston Spa, New York, and Naval Submarine School in New London, Connecticut. In December 2004, he earned a Masters in Engineering Management degree from Old Dominion University.
    His first tour of duty in submarines was on the USS CAVALLA (SSN 684) in New London, Connecticut, from January 1975 to March 1977 completing several missions to the North Atlantic.  He returned to prototype as Shift Engineer and Staff Training Officer from March 1977 to May 1979.  He then reported to the Submarine NR-1 in New London, Connecticut as Executive Officer, Navigator and Supply Officer, completing his tour in December 1981.

    He completed the Submarine Officers Advanced Course in June 1982, earning the David Lloyd Award for leadership. Captain Campbell then reported to the USS MEMPHIS (SSN 691) in Norfolk, Virginia, for a tour as Navigator and Operations Officer, completing major deployments to the Mediterranean and the North Atlantic.  From April 1984 to June 1986, he served as the Force Radiological Controls Officer on the staff of the Commander Submarine Force, U.S. Atlantic Fleet.  During the period October 1986 to August 1989, as the Executive Officer of the USS HENRY M. JACKSON (SSBN 730) (GOLD) in Bangor, Washington, he completed five strategic patrols and a Follow-on Operational Test of the Trident I missile.

    Captain Campbell commanded the USS GREENLING (SSN 614) from May 1990 to November 1992, during which GREENLING participated in UNITAS XXXI, successfully circumnavigating South America.  He assumed command of the Naval Nuclear Power Training Unit, Ballston Spa, New York, in March 1993.  During his tour, the command earned three consecutive Golden Anchor Awards for superior retention.  After being relieved in April 1996, he reported to the USS NEVADA (SSBN 733) (GOLD) to relieve as Commanding Officer.  During his command, NEVADA successfully completed three strategic deterrent patrols including the launch of four Trident-I missiles during a Follow-on Commander-in-Chief’s Evaluation Test.  He assumed duties as the Branch Head, Weapons System Operations and Evaluations for Strategic Systems Programs in September 1998. During his tour, he supervised the preparations for the final Demonstration and Shakedown Operation for the United Kingdom onboard the HMS Vengeance. He then reported to the United States Naval Academy in July 2000 as the Director, Character Development Division. In June 2003, Captain Campbell retired after 30 years of active Naval Service. 

    In August 2004, the Superintendent of the United States Naval Academy appointed Captain Campbell as the Academy’s first Distinguished Military Professor for Character Development. 

    He and his wife, Jan, have three children, David, LT, USN (USNA ‘01), Matthew, LT, USN (USNA ’04), and Megan and reside in Davidsonville, Maryland.
