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NAVAL ACADEMY CLASS OF 2012 ARRIVES FOR INDUCTION DAY



ANNAPOLIS, Md. – On Wednesday, July 2, approximately 1,250 young men and women will arrive at Alumni Hall to begin Induction Day and their new lives as “plebes” or Midshipmen 4th Class (freshmen) of the United States Naval Academy.  I-Day will culminate when these members of the Class of 2012 take the Oath of Office at a ceremony in Tecumseh Court at 6 p.m.



I-Day marks the first day of Plebe Summer training, which will prepare these carefully selected civilians and prior enlisted military service members for the challenges of Midshipmen life at the Academy.  This day-long training initiation begins when these incoming freshmen are issued uniforms, given medical examinations, complete paperwork, have their hair cut and learn to salute.  After taking the Oath of Office that evening, the plebes will say goodbye to their parents for the next six weeks of Plebe Summer training.

Media check-in on July 2 for Alumni Hall activities : Drive or walk on through Gate 3 (the Maryland Avenue entrance) between 6 a.m. and 9 a.m. From there media will be directed to parking and check-in.  Media arriving after 9 a.m. must walk on through Gate 3 and check-in at the Public Affairs Office located just inside Gate 3 on Maryland Ave.  No media vehicles will be allowed on the grounds after 9 a.m.


Media check-in for Oath of Office Ceremony:   Walk through Gate 3 and report to the Public Affairs Office, next to Gate 3 between 5 and 5:15 p.m.
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
