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The U.S. Naval Academy chooses Midshipmen very carefully, and admission is extremely competitive. In fact, only about one out of every ten highly-motivated and well-rounded young men and women are chosen to enter the rigorous four-year program to become Midshipmen and future officers in the Navy and Marine Corps. Good candidates are those who have a strong will to achieve, desire keen personal challenges and who want to serve their country. The United States Naval Academy challenges Midshipmen to meet the highest moral, mental and physical standards so they are prepared to defend our country as military leaders.
ADMISSION
To be considered for an appointment, a candidate must meet basic eligibility requirements (established in law and Navy policy), be found scholastically and medically qualified, pass the Candidate Fitness Assessment and receive an official nomination.  
REQUIREMENTS
Each candidate must be between 17-23 years of age on July 1 of the year of admission; not married; a United States citizen (except for limited quotas of international students); and of good moral character.

NOMINATIONS
Each candidate must obtain an official nomination available from a variety of sources, such as a member of Congress, the President or the Vice President of the United States.
ACADEMICS
Applicants must have an acceptable secondary school record and take the College Board Scholastic Assessment Test (SAT) or the American College Testing program test (ACT).
STATISTICS 
Approximately 84 percent of Midshipmen complete the four-year program. The curriculum blends core requirements in engineering, natural sciences, professional studies, humanities and social sciences with the opportunity to major in one of the following 22 fields of study:
