ANNAPOLIS, Md.— For the convenience of family, friends and visitors during Commissioning Week, the Academy will provide free, daily shuttle buses, a dedicated phone number for schedule of events information, weather related updates and information on TV and radio broadcasts of the Graduation and Commissioning ceremony.  

Shuttle Buses - Stadium parking is strongly advised due to extreme congestion downtown and limited authorized parking at USNA.  Vehicles without Department of Defense decals are not permitted aboard the Academy.  Handicapped visitors will be permitted to park on Academy grounds with a valid handicapped sticker and after a thorough vehicle inspection at Gate 1.  The shuttle buses will operate at approximately 30‑minute intervals between 6 a.m. and 10 p.m.  Monday, May 19, through Thursday, May 22.  Parking is available on the blue side of the stadium for a daily fee of $5 per car and $10 per RV.  Shuttle bus pick-up and drop off points are located at  the stadium, Alumni Hall, Hubbard Hall, Maryland Avenue, Buchanan Road, the Visitors Center, and Luce Hall.

During peak periods, please anticipate lines for the shuttle service and delays due to heavy traffic congestion in and around downtown Annapolis. 

No shuttle buses will operate on graduation day, Friday, May 23, unless weather dictates that the ceremony be moved into Alumni Hall.  If that occurs, buses will run every 15 minutes, 6:30 a.m. to 
2 p.m., between the stadium and Alumni Hall for indoor graduation ticket holders and USNA staff only.
**Note that on Tuesday, May 20, the shuttle route on the Yard will be limited to Alumni Hall from noon until 5 p.m. due to the Blue Angels Flight Rehearsal, and on May 21 from 11 a.m. until 
6 p.m. for the Flight Demonstration.  This schedule may change; call the USNA activities phone line at 410-293-1000 or visit the Web site at www.usna.edu for the most up to date information.
