Visitors are encouraged to park at the Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium (price to park is $5) and ride the courtesy shuttle bus to the academy or to walk on through Gate 1 on King George Street. Gate 1 is open from 6 a.m. to midnight Sunday-Friday and 6 a.m. to 1 a.m. Saturday for pedestrian traffic. Gate 3 is open from 6 a.m. to 7 p.m. daily for pedestrian traffic.  All visitors are required to show a valid photo identification to enter the grounds.  Cars with handicapped tags or dashboard cards must be issued a pass from Pass and ID at Gate 1 during normal business hours,  Monday-Friday, 6 a.m. – 3:30 p.m. (Closed Saturday, Sunday and holidays).  The phone number for Pass and ID is (410) 293-5762 / 4018 and the fax number is (410)293-4017.
