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     MIDSHIPMAN SELECTED FOR 2008 USA TODAY ALL-ACADEMIC SECOND TEAM

ANNAPOLIS, Md. – Three midshipmen were recognized for their outstanding academic achievements by USA Today.  Midshipman 1st Class (senior) Victoria Moore, 21, of Burke, Va., and Midshipman 1st Class William Eucker, 21, of Denver, Colo. were recently selected by USA Today for the All-USA Academic Second Team 2008.  Midshipman 1st Class Blaine Moore, 21, of Memphis, Tenn. was selected for honorable mention.

The nationwide competition honors 20 students for each of three USA Today All-Academic Teams who represent outstanding full-time undergraduates based on criteria such as grades, academic rigor, leadership and extracurricular activities.  These students not only excel in scholarship, but also extend their intellectual abilities beyond the classroom to benefit society.  Nominees for the award were required to complete an essay describing their most outstanding intellectual endeavor completed while in college. 
At the Academy, Victoria Moore maintains a 4.0 GPA as an information technology major with a concentration in national security affairs and a minor in French.  Moore is a member of the Academy’s varsity cross-country, indoor and outdoor track teams and is currently the 20th Company Commander within the brigade.  

Victoria Moore was also recently named the Academy’s 2nd Mitchell Scholar.  This scholarship provides one academic year of graduate study at an institution of higher learning in 
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Ireland.  Upon graduation from the Academy, Moore will study Development (a multidisciplinary branch of social science that addresses issues related to developing countries) at Dublin City University and plans to become a Navy Surface Warfare Officer. 

Eucker is a physics major from 13th Company with the highest Order of Merit of the class of 2008.  His coursework includes Arabic studies and physical chemistry.  As part of his participation in the Trident Scholar program, he has studied ways to replace chemical carbon dioxide scrubber in nuclear submarines with ionic liquids.  Upon graduation, he will join the submarine community.  

Eucker is also a Goldwater Scholar, a Truman Scholarship finalist, a professional conference 
participant, has served in several midshipman leadership responsibilities, and is co-leader of a Buddhist study group at the Naval Academy. He has done several important summer internships at sites including the Office of Naval Research. 
Blaine Moore is a Rhodes Scholar and currently ranked first in his class academically with a 4.0 GPA.  A Chemistry major and a Naval Academy Trident Scholar, Moore is currently studying the improved synthesis of a class of organic chemicals with demonstrated antimicrobial and tumor-killing capacities.   Moore is also a member of the Academy’s intramural cross-country team and the Power-Lifting Club.  After his two years of study at Oxford University, Moore will attend medical school to become a Navy physician.
