They will be performing for the elementary students at 9:30 a.m., and the middle school students at 10:35 a.m.  This school is part of the “No Excuses University” program, 
which encourages youngsters to believe that there is no excuse for them to not attend college.  
“One of the fifth grade classes at this school has adopted the Naval Academy as their school to study, so it is a great opportunity that we will be able to visit with these students and also give them a performance while we are there,” says Capt. Rebecca Bryan, the Officer Representative for this trip.

The United States Naval Academy Women's Glee Club, under the direction of Ms. Cindy Bauchspies, was founded in 1976 when women first entered the Naval Academy. The chorus has performed across America and internationally, including tours to California, Florida, Hawaii, New York, North and South Carolina, Pennsylvania, Texas, Virginia, Rome, and London.
