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NAVAL ACADEMY SCHEDULES ARTICLE 32 HEARING, MARCH 28TH
ANNAPOLIS, Md. – The Naval Academy has preferred charges against Midshipman Second Class (junior) Mark A. Calvanico for violations of the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ), including Rape, Indecent Assault, Indecent Acts, and Conduct Unbecoming an Officer.  An Article 32 hearing is scheduled for Friday, March 28 at the Washington Navy Yard for Calvanico, who is charged with several violations of the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ).  The alleged offenses occurred on Oct. 14, 2007.  The charges are based upon an investigation by the Naval Criminal Investigative Service (NCIS).
As this is an ongoing case, specific details of the case cannot be released.  The charges are merely accusations and the accused is presumed innocent until proven guilty.

An Article 32 hearing is somewhat equivalent to a civilian grand jury proceeding.  The convening authority will use the information obtained in this hearing and the recommendation of the investigating officer to make decisions regarding the disposition of allegations made in this case.
