DEATH OF NAVAL ACADEMY MIDSHIPMAN KRISTEN DICKMANN 
ANNAPOLIS, MD.-- The Naval Academy family is deeply saddened by the loss of Midshipman Fourth Class Kristen Dickmann, 19, of Kennett Square, Pa.
Midshipman Dickmann was found by her roommates unconscious and not breathing in her bed in Bancroft Hall in the late morning of May 5.  Emergency personnel responded to the scene and rushed her to Anne Arundel Medical Center where she was later pronounced dead at 12:46 p.m.  The circumstances surrounding the cause of death are under review.

“The Naval Academy is deeply saddened by this sudden and tragic loss.  Our most heartfelt sympathies and condolences go out to Kristen’s family,” said Naval Academy Superintendent, Vice Adm. Jeffrey L. Fowler.

At the Academy, Dickmann was a member of the women’s varsity volleyball team and recently declared a major in physics.  Upon graduation from the Academy, she hoped to become a Navy pilot and to one day fly C-2 Greyhounds.  

“Kristen was unique and brilliant with a terrific sense of humor,” said the Lt. Misty Odom, 21st Company Officer at the Naval Academy.  “She would often say ‘math equals life’ and would actually do differential equations just for fun.”

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Dickmann was a 2007 graduate of Unionville High School in Kennett Square, Pa. where she earned a varsity letter all four years as a stand-out volleyball player.  Midshipman Dickmann is survived by her parents, Douglas and Carrie; her older siblings Kyle and Cassie; and her extended family.
Odom said that “Kristen spoke of her family often and was very excited that her sister was coming to the Academy this summer for Navy’s Volleyball camp.  She was always positive and optimistic and sacrificed her personal time to help others,” added Odom.
