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MIDN CALVANICO CHARGES NOT REFERRED TO COURT-MARTIAL

ANNAPOLIS, Md. – The Naval Academy Superintendent Vice Adm. Jeffrey L. Fowler has decided not to refer the charges against Midshipman 1st Class Mark A. Calvanico to trial by court-martial.

Calvanico was charged with violations of the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) including Rape, Indecent Assault, Indecent Acts, and Conduct Unbecoming an Officer based upon an investigation by the Naval Criminal Investigative Service (NCIS) for alleged offenses occurring Oct. 14, 2007.  

In arriving at his decision not to refer charges to court-martial, Vice Adm. Fowler carefully reviewed the Article 32 investigating officer’s report and enclosures.
