GENERAL INFORMATION

Regular Gate hours:  Vehicles without Department of Defense decals are not allowed to drive onto the Academy. Visitors are encouraged to park at the Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium and ride the courtesy shuttle bus to the Academy or to walk on through Gate 1 on King George Street. Gate 1 is open from 6 a.m. to midnight Sunday-Friday and 6 a.m. to 1 a.m. Saturday for pedestrian traffic. Gate 3 is open from 6 a.m. to 7 p.m. daily for pedestrian traffic.  All visitors are required to show a valid photo ID to enter the grounds.
