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A.  Technical
1.  Title of Project: Eisenhower Center for Defense Studies Summer Space Seminar
2.  Objective:   The goal of this seminar was to provide graduate and undergraduate students the opportunity to discuss future issues stemming from the international use of space for civilian and military uses.
3.  Approach:   The seminar consisted of roughly thirty students from space related majors coming from some of the most recognized space programs in the United States and abroad such as MIT, George Washington University, the service academies and the Royal Air Force. Days consisted of guided tours of the most prominent aerospace companies in the United States and ended with discussions on space policy and use.  
4.  Accomplishments: During this internship we learned the value of the space program and also how little the governments of the world depreciate its importance in the long term. We discussed the future of the space program and how civilian and military uses will affect space policy over the next several decades.
5.  Publications and/or Presentations:   During the internship we were briefed on military and civilian current and future programs from companies such as Northrop Grumman, Lockheed, Boeing, SpaceX, and Ball Aerospace.  We were also briefed by government agencies such as the Air Force, NASA and OMB on space projects and monetary considerations. 

B.  Administrative
The administrative aspect of this internship was handled extremely well. Lodging was completely covered and most meals were covered as well. Transportation was never an issue and was always provided by the host with the exception of Washington D.C. where all events were held on the George Washington University campus.
C.  Evaluation
1.  This internship has great relevance personally as I desire to pursue a career as a Naval Aviator.  NASA and the Air Force briefed us extensively on the future of military and civilian space and the manpower necessity that will arise within the next decade for the space program can affect my life in the future.
2.  This internship influenced the way I looked at many aspects of not only space, but government in general.  One of the biggest things I took away from this internship was the fact that government heavily influenced by monetary concerns.  The brief from OMB was very enlightening in this respect with many of the statistics and budget requirements that are laid before Congress and then how they change based on more current needs.
3.  This was a very rewarding experience.  The opportunity to discuss issues that will have great importance in the next several decades made the experience very worthwhile.  The opportunity to discuss these issues with other students, some graduate level, in professional and social settings made the experience that much greater and has helped develop my understanding of politics and policy outside of the military.
D.  Recommendation(s)
Several of the days were very long, beginning early and ending late.  I do not believe that this can be helped, however, due to travel time and length of some of the tours.  Some of the tours were repetitive, many different companies had similar equipment on their factory floors and we visited all of them.  I do feel it is important to protect the visits to the facilities that we visited, however and perhaps add Raytheon to the schedule as they are an important subcontracting company.
