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A.  Technical
1.  Post-Conflict Reconstruction Project
2.  Objective:   The goal of the internship was to assist in research leading to a conference in the fall bringing together members of the U.S. government from various organizations currently working on Pakistan.
3.  Approach:   I was part of a team that consisted of 2 interns a research assistant and several experts. My specific task involved learning about all DoD groups that have divisions working on Pakistan. I developed contacts with officers in the Pentagon, CENTCOM and in country, with a mind towards the conference in the fall.
4.  Accomplishments: I developed a framework of military and OSD individuals working in, or on the subject of Pakistan. In addition I researched human security in relation to post-conflict reconstruction.
5.  Publications and/or Presentations:   At the end of the internship I handed in the results of my research. In addition I wrote some entries for the PCR blog.
B.  Administrative
I stayed with my family in Washington, D.C. and provided transportation and meals for myself.
C.  Evaluation
1.  Relevance: The internship was extremely relevant to my research interests in human security. In addition the wide breadth of subjects covered by CSIS we were highly encouraged to attend conferences and talks within the organization or other think tanks. I also refined my research skills because of the requirements of the job.
2.  Impact: This internship was extremely valuable mostly in terms of the people I was able to meet; to include LTC John Nagl, Col Hammes, and many other distinguished scholars. Furthermore the depth and specificity of the research involved will provide a good background for further individual research. 
3.  Level of interest/challenge:  The role of the interns is to provide research for the fellows and experts. Therefore there was significant time on the computer or telephone conducting research, but also other opportunities to attend talks. CSIS provides an opportunity for midshipmen to conduct research that is particularly interesting to them and learn about the policy making arena.
D.  Recommendation(s)
