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A.  Technical
1.  Title of Project: Self-Propelled Semi-Submersibles (SPSS)
2.  Objective:   The goal of this project was to research SPSS to gain an understanding of their evolution and construction to ascertain their vulnerabilities. The goal was to also predict what improvements drug trafficking organizations (DTO) will make on these vessels.
3.  Approach:   I utilized information from open sources as well as classified sources to gather general information about the vessels such as smuggling routes, construction locations, potential use by terrorists etc. I then compiled all available information on specific incidents in which vessels were seized in order to see if there is a trend in construction methods, materials, or equipment.
4.  Accomplishments: This project succeeded in encompassing information from various sources. I was able to show trends in the designs and outfitting of these vessels. I was able to identify areas where DTO will likely make advances; however, whether these predictions prove true remains to be seen.
5.  Publications and/or Presentations:   From this I produced three documents. Two of them are very large PowerPoints one of which has general information about SPSS, their history, capabilities, routes,  outlook, construction time, cost etc. The other was organized based on specific vessels seized in raids or when it was underway. The third document is a brief paper outlining where I believe these vessels will go in the future, and how designers will improve them. 

1.  Title of Project: Operational Security Involving Open Source Material as it Pertains to USNA
2.  Objective:   Using the techniques my team uses in their materials I sought out secret, unknown, and obscure vulnerabilities to USNA.
3.  Approach:   With the help of team members working on similar projects I brainstormed what open source material could be used against USNA and Midshipman.
4.  Accomplishments: The resulting paper will be forwarded to the ATFP department for briefing.
5.  Publications and/or Presentations:   The resulting paper is a thesis noting threats due to technology. 

B.  Administrative
The nature of the internship requires security clearances, system access, and other administrative actions that tend to take several days to accomplish. Without these items it makes it difficult to begin working thus losing time in the internship. It would be highly advantageous for those working with DIA or a similar agency to go there TDY for a few days in the spring to get the necessary administrative work taken care of. This way on their first day of their internship they can begin working right away and not lose a week due to administrative actions.
C.  Evaluation
1.  Relevance  This internship was extremely relevant. Not only did I learn a lot about the intelligence community, but it got me thinking in another way to ensure the protection of sensitive material and information. This also allowed me to see the process in which raw information is processed into something the war fighter can use.
2.  Impact This internship now has me thinking more about security and I will carry that way of thinking throughout my career. I better understand the process through which the war fighter gains their information, and will be able to interpret it better when the time comes 
3.  Level of interest/challenge:  It was interesting working in a field of intelligence that I did not know existed. It was important to see what they did, and how they augmented their work with other agencies and departments. Even though I was working on more technological issues which I have very little experience, I was able to quickly understand what was going on with the help of the members of my team.
D.  Recommendation(s)
As stated earlier my only recommendations pertain to the administrative issues. It would maximize the internship experience to have all of the administrative issues taken care of before the internship starts that way Midshipmen can go in on their first day and get to work. 
It would be advantageous to tell the Midshipmen in advance that they will initially have to pay for their expenses and tell them about how much it will cost. It was sheer luck that I did not have a problem with this due to the timing of my credit card payments; however, fronting the cost of about $1,400 may be difficult for many if they use a debit card or other means. Letting them know in advance the initial cost would allow them to take the necessary steps to be obtain per diem in advance. 

E. Other
The description of my projects is intentionally vague for the purpose of ensuring the sensitivity of the information pertaining to those projects.
