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A.  Technical
1.  Title of Project:  Mass Analysis of the C802 Family of Chinese Anti-ship Cruise Missiles
2.  Objective:  The goal was to use mass properties and center of gravity data to develop a baseline assessment of the missiles. 
3.  Approach:   I used past intelligence reports to compile mass properties and calculate centers of gravity and mass moments of inertia.  From that data, it could determined whether the missiles could achieve their advertised strike capabilities using simple thrust equations. 
4.  Accomplishments:  A baseline assessment was produced and will be published containing my findings on the C802 missiles.
5.  Publications and/or Presentations:   At the end of the internship, the baseline assessment was presented to my department, ONI-231, with the intention of having my findings published on the SIPRNET. 
B.  Administrative
This internship was done with no cost orders.  As such, I drove from each day (approximately 40 minutes each way).  Coupled with the cost of meals, it wound up costing me a significant amount, which was very unpleasant.  My sponsor, however, was very accommodating and helpful to coordinate just about everything I had hoped to gain from my experience. 
C.  Evaluation
1.  Relevance   This internship provided direct relevance to both my service selection and my major.  My main focus in applying for this position was to gain exposure and background on the Naval Intelligence community.  I have all but decided that will be my top choice for service assignment, given my restricted line status.  Additionally, I was assigned to an engineering department, which utilized my skill set established in basic Mechanical Engineering courses.
2.  Impact   This experience provided me the contacts and counsel necessary to solidify the Naval Intelligence community as my top choice.  I am very grateful that I had this opportunity. 
3.  Level of interest/challenge:  The experience as a whole was certainly rewarding, but I found myself with a significant amount of down time.  Despite accomplishing a significant amount of work in a very short time, I felt like a large portion of time was unused.  Also, I would have liked to spend a bit more time discussing Navy applications with junior officers, rather than working in a computer lab. 
D.  Recommendation(s)
Certainly there are limitations, but this is a great opportunity which should be fully funded by the Naval Academy.  I had a significant amount of out of pocket expenses, which most midshipmen would not have been able to afford.  Additionally, exposure to the different working parts of ONI was the most rewarding part of the experience.  Some more time with that would be better than the daily routine of Excel spreadsheets. 
E.  Other
I am extremely grateful for this opportunity and was very well received by the people of ONI-231.  Upon leaving, I felt as though I not only had helped myself, but I had helped the department with their work.  This was very rewarding and I would highly suggest funding it, so that this opportunity may continue in the future.
