TRAFFIC CONTROL AND ACCESS PLAN
1.  Mission.  To provide for the orderly and safe flow of traffic throughout the Academy for the friends and family of the Class of 2009 & 2010, while allowing for normal operations throughout NSA Annapolis.   

2.  Access Control 

    a.  Gate 1 open 0600-Midnight Thursday 18 September.

        Gate 1 open 0600-0100 on Friday/Saturday 19/20 September.



   Gate 3 open for pedestrians 0600-2200 

        Gate 3 open for faculty and staff inbound vehicles only 0600 – 0900 Monday – Friday

        Gate 3 open for outbound vehicles only 1500 – 1930 Monday - Friday


    b.  Due to anti-terrorism measures and extreme congestion at USNA, only cars with DOD stickers and handicapped tags will be permitted to park on the Yard on 18 and 19 September.  On these dates vehicles displaying a Midshipman Parent Pass (MPP), will be permitted access to the Yard for pick-up or drop-off only.  Parking is available at the Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium.  All families, guests or visitors of midshipmen must pay the daily parking fee ($5/car and $10/RV). 
    On 19 and 20 September vehicles with MPP’s will be allowed to park in Alumni Hall, Mahan and Hubbard Hall parking lots.

    c.  The Naval Academy will provide a free shuttle between the Navy Marine Corps Memorial Stadium and the Academy as follows:
Thursday, September 18 4:00 p.m. until 9:00 p.m.

Friday, September 19 6:30 a.m. until 11:55 p.m.

Saturday, September 20 No Shuttles
The shuttle buses will operate at 30-minute intervals.  Buses will pick-up and drop-off passengers at the Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium and Alumni Hall.  ID Cards may be checked and random passenger screening may occur prior to loading the buses at Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium.
