Subj: REPORTING AND DISPOSITION OF LOST AND FOUND ARTICLES

1. Purpose. To establish procedures for the reporting and disposition of lost and found articles.

2. Cancellation. USNA Instruction 5000.2E.

3. Information. The USNA Security/Police Department is the Naval Academy's consolidated collection point for all lost and found property.

4. Procedures. Property found on the Naval Academy shall be delivered to Police Headquarters located in Building 257 with the following exceptions:

a. Property that is determined to belong to a midshipman shall be delivered to Main Office, Bancroft Hall.

b. Property of a suspicious or hazardous nature should not be touched but shall be reported to the USNA Police Department for investigation at 410-293-5763/5760.

5. Inquiries. Any person who has lost an item while frequenting the Naval Academy should search the area(s) they visited and ask the appropriate facility personnel if the item has been found. If unable to locate the lost property, call the USNA Security Department at 410-293-5766. After normal duty hours, contact Police Headquarters at 410-293-5763/5760.

6. Disposal. All items will be retained by the Security Department for 90 days. After 90 days, and after all efforts to find the owner have been exhausted, the property will be turned over to the Supply Department Disposal Officer. Property will be disposed of in accordance with references (a) and (b).
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
