
Class of 2014 Parents’ Weekend Parking & Free Shuttle Service 
 

Due to extreme congestion downtown and at USNA, only cars with Department of Defense decals will be 
permitted to park on Naval Academy grounds.  Handicapped visitors may bring vehicles onto USNA with 
handicapped plate or placards.  During operational hours (7 a.m. – 3:30 p.m.) they will need to get a one-day 
pass at the Visitors Access Center at Gate 1.  After 3:30 p.m. and on weekends and holidays, passes will be 
issued at the gate.  Parents with MPPs (Midshipman Parent Passes) will only be permitted on the Yard to drop 
off/pick up passengers.  Parents with MPPs will NOT be permitted to park their vehicles on the Yard. 
 
 All persons 16 and older should be prepared to present a picture ID card for entry into the Naval 
Academy and will be subject to search.  Coolers will not be permitted on Academy grounds.     
 

Parking.  Parents’ Weekend parking will be available on the Blue (West) Side of the Stadium (511 Taylor 
Ave, Annapolis), with entry and egress through Gate #5 on Taylor Avenue.  All vehicles must pay the daily 
parking fee ($5/car and $10/RV).  No overnight parking is permitted at the Stadium. 

 
Shuttle Service.  The Naval Academy will provide a free, daily shuttle service between the Navy-Marine 

Corps Memorial Stadium and the Academy, Thursday through Sunday, August 12-15. Shuttle buses will pick up 
and drop off at the Stadium (Blue Angel Bus Shelter) and USNA.  Alumni Hall is the primary pick-up and drop-off 
location on the Yard.  The shuttle will depart every 30 minutes from both locations.  One bus will also periodically 
pick up and drop off at Preble Hall, Dahlgren Hall, the Visitor Center and Luce Hall.  Anticipate heavy use of the 
shuttle service.
