Overview
In Part 1 you were able to login and view various options based on the role of the user: presenter or reviewer. Part 1 assumed that the user is already registered with the database. In Part 2 you provided a mechanism to enroll new presenters. In Part 3, you will implement the actions in the presenter menu: create new submissions, view and delete existing submissions. 
Part 3a:  Database
You are provided the statements to create the database in the file nclcaDB.sql. Load the database (source filePathAndName in MySQL monitor command line) and peruse its tables and structure to gain familiarity.  

Part 3b: Submit new proposal 

Here is the switchboard seen by a presenter, after successful login (you implemented this in Part 1)
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When the user selects the ”Submit New Proposal” button,  a script create_proposal.php is called. The script should do the following:

-display a form to get the proposal information from the user
-verify that user submitted all required information 
-if information is correct, insert corresponding rows into the database
-else, re-display the form with an error message explaining the error to the user, so the user can correct it and re-submit.  

The structure of the create_proposal.php should be very similar with the structure of create_presenter.php that you created in Part 2 of the Project 2. 
create_proposal.php will be called in two situations:

1. The user clicked the “Submit New Proposal” button on the presenter switchboard. In this case, a blank form will be printed out for the user to fill in and submit back to this script.

2. The user has filled in the form displayed by this page and submitted it. In this case, the script will attempt to create the rows in the database tables. If the attempt fails, error messages will be printed out, and the form will be re-displayed, filled in with whatever the user had typed in before. If the attempt succeeds, a confirmation message will be printed out and the script will exit. 
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Figure 1: Get new submission information – First time create_proposal.php is called
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Figure 2: Errors in the submission – After user clicked ‘Submit Proposal’ and errors found

Here is how the code for create_proposal.php should look like:

Create the create_proposal.php file, copy the code above and paste it into the file. You have to fill out the TASKs and add some additional code to make sure that the form is displayed only if the user is successfully logged in as a presenter. 

TASK - 0: Ensure that the form is displayed only if the user is successfully logged in as a presenter. Otherwise, print an error message.
TASK – 4: The form displayed should gather the following information from the presenter: 
1. Session title
2. Summary
3. Abstract

4. Session format
5. Intended audience: 
6. Theme

7. Audio-visual needs

Notice in Figure 1 that the email of the presenter is displayed. The email is retrieved from the session variable storing the presenter email, as entered in the login page (Part 1 of Project 2).
The different fields in the formed are displayed in different formats:
1. Session title:  text field.

2. Summary: text area, so a user can introduce a text that spans several lines.

3. Abstract: text area, so a user can introduce a text that spans several lines. 

4. Session format: pull-down menu populated with the names of all formats in the Format table. The value associated with each option in the menu should be the formatID of the format name displayed.

5. Intended audience: a list of all possible audience types from the Audience table, with checkboxes, so a presenter can select multiple values for the intended audiences. The value associated with each option should be the audienceID of the audience type displayed.
6. Theme: a list of all possible themes from the Theme table with radio-boxes, so a presented can choose the theme that best fits the proposal, and checkboxes, so the presenter can choose multiple secondary themes for the proposal. The value associated with each option should be the themeID of the theme type displayed.
7. Audio-visual needs: a list of all possible audio-visual needs from the AVNeeds table, with checkboxes, so a presenter can select multiple values for the audio-visual needs. The value associated with each option should be the avID of the audio/visual type displayed.

For a tutorial on HTML and how to construct the different types of input fields, check your notes from IT350,  go to http://www.echoecho.com/htmlforms.htm to read a tutorial, or use the sample code given in sampleHTML.html file on the course website.  
The name of the submit button should be ‘create’ so we can check for isset($_POST[‘create’]). Text fields should have default values equal to $_POST[fieldname], so first time the form is displayed the fields are blank, but every time after that, the default values for the input fields are the values previously entered by the user. Similarly, first time the form is displayed, the radio buttons and the checkboxes are not checked, but every time after that the user should see the values previously selected. Here is some sample code to write and process checkboxes:

As always, you may make the design of the page as simple or elegant as you choose, and you can organize the php script as you like, just be able to correctly capture all the information.  
TASK – 1: Check that:

-Session title, Summary and Abstract are not empty

-At least one intended audience is selected
-At least the first option for the theme is selected

TASK – 2: If the values entered are valid, create a new session proposal, by inserting the corresponding rows in the Session, SessionAudience, SessionTheme and SessionAV tables. The primary key of the Session table is the sessionID which is declared with AUTO_INCREMENT, so a new session id is generated for each row in the Session table. The sessionID is a foreign key in the SessionAudience, SessionTheme and SessionAV tables.
If the new session proposal was successfully created, display a confirmation message and allow the user to go to the main switchboard page, otherwise display an explicative error message.

TASK – 3: If there are errors in the fields submitted by the user, print an error message, and the page will be re-displayed, so the user can correct the errors and re-submit.
Part 3c: View/Modify Proposals 

When the user selects the ”View/Modify Proposal” button on the presenter switchboard,  a script modify_proposal.php is called. The script should display a form as follows:
1. Display a pull-down menu populated with the titles of all session proposals submitted by this contact presenter (from the Session table). The value associated with each option in the menu should be the sessionID corresponding to the session title displayed.
2. Display two buttons: view, delete.
If view button is clicked, display all information related to the selected session: title, summary, abstract, session format, intended audiences, primary theme, secondary themes, audio-visual needs. You can display the information in any format you want. Here is one example:
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Figure 4: View submission
If delete button is clicked, delete all the information associated with the session selected from the database. This means deleting the rows from SessionAudience, SessionTheme, SessionAVNeed, and Session tables corresponding to the session selected. Please note that foreign key constraints are not enforced in the version of MySQL we are using, so even if foreign keys for SessionAudience, SessionTheme, SessionAVNeed are declared with “ON DELETE CASCADE”, the deletion of a session will not cascade to the other tables. That is why you have to delete the rows yourself. If the deletion is successful, display a confirmation message and a link to the switchboard page, otherwise display an error message.
Part 3d: Project Report

Write a project report, addressed to your final client, NCLCA, explaining your work in Project 2. The project report should also serve as a user manual on how to use the software you wrote, so screen shots and step-by-step instructions should be included.
Part 3e: Extra credit (15 points): Additional Presenters
Modify create_proposal.php to allow the contact presenter to specify one or many additional presenters for the session proposal, as indicated in the paper session proposal form received from NCLCA. The information about the additional presenters should be stored in the Presenter table, while their association with the given session proposal should be recorded in the SessionPresenters table.

Part 3f: Extra credit (10 points): Modify Proposal

Modify modify_proposal.php to add a “Modify” button.

If modify button is clicked, a form similar with the one in create_proposal.php is displayed, but the default values are the ones from the database, corresponding to the session selected. When the user clicks the Modify Proposal button, the rows corresponding to the selected session are updated with the new values selected by the user. Note that rows in SessionAudience, SessionTheme, SessionAVNeed corresponding to selected session might need to be deleted, and new rows, corresponding to the current selections added. If the update is successful a confirmation message with a link to the switchboard page is displayed, otherwise an error message is displayed.
