— Broadband
« Constantly connected
+ 100's of kbps (kilo-bits per second)
+ DSL (Digital Subscriber Line)
— Uses existing phone lines
— Requires DSL modem

— Broadband, cont.
« Cable Modem
— Use cable television lines
— Requires cable modem
+ ISDN (Integrated Services Digital Network)
— Uses digital or standard telephone lines
— Requires aterminal adaptor
— Dial-up connection
* Uses existing phone lines
« Interferes with phone use
* Must dial-up with modem.
« Usually 56 kbps (kilo-bits per second)

— Hyperlinks
« Graphical or textual elements
— Click to link to another Web page
— Loads new page into browser window
