Presentation Tips (adapted from the Spring/Summer 2005 Newsletter on the CSWEP).
This is information for your mid-year presentations. 

Your presentation should be between 20 – 25 minutes with 5 minutes reserved for questions (so a total of 30 minutes). You should have a powerpoint presentation (which you will adapt and add to for your final presentation), that does NOT contain irrelevant information (random movie clips/planes/subs, etc. – be sure it is professional and any graphics are on topic). You will have the same “format” as your paper. 
Slide 1 – title of your paper; name

Slides 2 – X – research questions; motivation; how do you propose to answer your questions

Next set of slides – what has been done in the literature; how did others answer similar questions; what “other” questions have been answered (use Last name (date) format to refer to the papers in the literature)

Next set of slides – data; where have you collect your data from; what are your “proxies” and why are they appropriate; what other data may you collect; 

Next set of slides – methods; your initial results; hypotheses (either stated or as signs on coefficients for a regression equation) and justification for hypotheses; additional tests you plan to run
Be sure to:

1. Identify your main question and state is succinctly up front. 

2. Explain why the audience should be interested in your question.
3. Explain what the literature has found.

4. Describe your data to the point someone could replicate your study (and get the exact same data)
5. Speak clearly and loudly

6. Do not show your back

7. Stick to the time limit

8. Practice before you present

9. Prepare your visuals to be a positive not a negative. 

· make sure you use large enough font (drop the paper on the floor and see if you can see it while standing up) 

· never cut and paste your tables from your paper onto a slide ( only show really relevant materials on the slide 

· do not put too much information on one slide.

· Use bullet points instead of sentences on your slides

· Only include information you will be discussing
