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Course Objective: 

The aim of this course is to provide a theoretical and empirical examination of economic growth and income differences between countries.  The course focuses on both the historical experience of countries that are currently rich and the process of catch-up among countries that are currently poor.  Topics include population growth, the accumulation of physical and human capital, technological change, natural resources, income distribution, geography, government and culture.
Reading (required): 

Economic Growth, by David N. Weil, Addison Wesley, 2005.  The assigned chapters should be read before the material is covered in class.  This will greatly help you to digest the material and get more out of each lecture.  You are also responsible for all end-of-chapter appendices for each assigned chapter, unless otherwise noted.

The Elusive Quest for Growth, by William Easterly, MIT Press, 2002.  Ditto.
Reading (supplemental): 

In addition to our textbooks, I will occasionally assign articles that will help supplement certain topics.  I will let you know well ahead of class the article(s) we shall discuss, and will post these on my website.  It is therefore important to periodically check the site for additional readings.
Course work:


Exams:  There will be just two exams—a midterm and a final.  These will test your comprehension of the material covered in the class notes and the textbook. The final exam will be comprehensive, covering the entire semester.  Exams will consist of multi-part questions that will require you to work out problems and respond in short answer to essay questions.  Any midshipmen missing scheduled exams or quizzes without prior approval from me will receive a grade of zero on the exam.  If you know you are going to miss an exam (for an officially sanctioned reason), TELL ME AT LEAST TWO WEEKS BEFORE the date of the exam.  

Problem Sets:  There will be six graded problem sets, consisting of a combination of problem solving and short answer.  You may work together on problem sets but you must hand in your own work.  Simply copying someone else’s answers will not be tolerated.  It is in your own best interest to complete the problem sets and use them as study aids.  I will post the answer keys one week after they are due (see these dates below).  Unexcused late homework will not be accepted.

Term Paper:  You will have a 10-12 page paper due on April 10 (double-spaced, 1 inch margins, Times New Roman font).  This paper should be on a growth or development topic of your choosing (with my approbation, naturally).  For this project you will pair up with another member of your class (quite possibly assigned by me), and work together, handing in one paper as a team.  You will also jointly present your findings in class for roughly 20 minutes.  You will be provided access to certain data sets, which you will use and analyze in your paper.    More details on this will be given in class as appropriate.  
Quizzes/Class Participation:  Pop quizzes (consisting of one or two questions) will be given out sporadically.  Now don’t freak – they are not worth much of your grade (they will be considered part of your “problem set score”).  But still, I encourage you to keep up with the material (you may find there is a lot of it).  I also encourage each one of you to ask questions in class, to request clarification on points unclear to you, and to raise new points that seem applicable to the material.  True learning only happens when you learn from your mistakes, so do not be afraid to ask questions.
