Department of International Relations

Title: Year (3 means 2nd class midshipman or cadet,)-R means Core Course-Credits
International Politics：　２－Ｒ－４ 
This course provides an introduction to the theories of international relations.
Study of international politics; nature and evolution of international system; foreign policy decision making; interstate conflicts and cooperation; hegemonic order and balance of power; the roles of non-state actors; and nontraditional security agenda.

History of International Relations：　２－Ｒ－４
　　　　This course covers diplomatic history from the beginning of the 20th century to the present. The lecturer tries to show lessons of the past by analyzing the historical topics like followings; the failure of the Versailles treaty regime and "collective security",  twenty years of crisis between wars, WWII, the origins of the Cold War, mechanisms of the Cold War confrontation, meanings of the "detente", the end of the Cold War.

International Law：　２－Ｒ－４　
    This focuses on the international legal issues surrounding international disputes and armed conflicts. After a close look at the means for peaceful settlement of international dispute including negotiation, mediation, arbitration and judicial settlement, it examines collective security systems of the League of Nations and the United Nations. Then, it endeavors to provide detailed description of jus ad bellum and jus in bello (law of armed conflict).
Study of Security Policy： ２－２　

An examination of concept and context of national and international security in the Cold war, the post-Cold war, and the post-9.11 era; the roles of military, diplomacy, intelligence, police and other law-enforcement agencies; terrorism and counter- terrorism policy in international society.

Introduction to International RelationsⅠ： ２－Ｒ－４　
    This course will introduce basic knowledge in understanding international affairs. It also attempts to enhance students’ English by engaging them in reading papers written in English. Topics include
arms control, nuclear proliferation, terrorism, and others.
Diplomatic History of Modern Japan：　３－Ｒ－４　

The objective of this course is to consider the history of modern Japan’s foreign relations in terns of her responses to the changing external environments.

Ｍｉｌｉｔａｒｙ　Ｈｉｓｏｔｒｙ：　３―Ｒ－４　
   Focuses on the definition and nature of war; military doctrines, military organizations and civil-military relations. Examines case studies of modern warfare, guerrilla warfare and terrorism.
Arms Control：　３－Ｒ－２　 
A study of arms control, disarmament and non proliferation in world politics; especially focuses on weapons of mass destruction and small arms.

Contemporary Ｒｅｇｉｎａｌ Studies Ⅰ(USA) :　3―R―2

      A study of U.S. History, politics, economics, and national security policy.
Contemporary Ｒｅｇｉｏｎａｌ Studies Ⅱ(Russia):　 3―R―2　
This course focuses on social sciences approaches to modern and contemporary Russia and Eurasia.  Students receive historical overview of Russian Empire and then learn the politics, economics, military affairs and international relations of the Soviet Union and the Russian Federation.
International Relations　II(East and Southeast Asia)　：３－Ｒ－４　
This seminar focuses on examining the roles of political parties and military in political dynamics of East and Southeast Asia.  It includes lecture, discussion, and research and survey of selected countries.

International Relations Ⅱ（Middle East）　：3―R―4 
  　 In the first half of the course various topics in the modern and contemporary Middle East will be studied, such as Islam, Arab nationalism, oil economies, conflicts and wars. In the second half the seminar will focus on the question of Palestine and the Arab- Israeli conflict.
International Relations Ⅱ（International Criminal Law）：3―R―4 
     Examines various topics of international criminal law.

International Relations Ⅱ（Contemporary International Conflict）：3―R―4
     Examines case studies of international conflicts.
International OrganizationⅠ：　３－２　
    This class examines legal aspects of international　(governmental) organizations. After introducing the concept and definition of international organizations, we will examine history, basic structure, and function of international organizations from international legal perspectives.

International Political Economy　:　3-2
Examines the integration of International Relations and Economics by using the concept of the "Global Public Goods."
Regional Studies　:　3-2 
　　Focuses on the origin and transformation of NATO in the Cold-war and the post-Cold war era.

Study of International Relations　：３－２
Examines current topics of international politics and international law.

Comparative Politics: 3―2 　
Comparative Analysis of political regimes in East and Southeast Asia with country cases selected from the Koreas, China, Taiwan, Vietnam, Myanmar, Indonesia, and Philippines; theoretical emphasis on democratization and the roles of political parties and military.

International Organization II : 4―2)
--A general survey of the activities of

1. Universal international organization (United Nations and other international organizations functioning world-wide) 2. Regional international organization (EU, ASEAN, OAS, AU etc.)

Ｃｏｎｔｅｍｐｏｒａｒｙ　Ｒｅｇｉｏｎａｌ　Ｓｔｕｄｉｅｓ　Ⅲ：４－２
   Focuses on the East Asian countries.
Contemporary　Regional　Studies-Ⅳ: 4―2 
   This course will examine security problems of the North-east Asia region. The focuses of the lecture are on nuclear development by North Korea, the US-South Korean alliance, and Japan’s foreign and defense policy toward both Koreas.
Contemporary Ｒｅｇｉｏｎａｌ StudiesⅤ：４－２
　　　The focus will be on a specific group of issues in the contemporary Middle East, such as the Middle East peace process, the Iraqi war, and the WMD proliferation. Students will study issues from historical and practical viewpoints and also from theoretical angles relating to international relations, conflict resolution and other related fields. 

International System Theory：　４―２　
This course provides an advanced introduction to the macro-level theories of international relations. From classics in international relations, students receive profound insights for the paradigms of international society.　Articles by E.H. Carr, H. Morgenthau, H. Bull, R. Keohane, and B. Russett will be taken up.　Both intensive reading of course materials and active participation in classroom lecture are required.

Political thought ：４－２
A study of development of Western political thought from ancient Greece to the present age, taking up main thinkers; paying attention to how basic many general ideas (sovereignty, democracy, right etc.) were brought about and how they were transformed.

Study of International Politics:　: 4―2
　　A Study of major world power’s strategies in the post-Cold war era.
