	1st+2nd
	This course is designed to improve English language proficiency, focusing on practical skills in listening and reading comprehension. It is intended to build up the vocabulary needed for essential communication and to familiarize students with TOEIC test.

	English III

	Based on the grammatical abilities nurtured in the first year, this course is intended to develop students’ reading abilities including rapid and careful reading. Consulting dictionaries, students will read technical and academic books in class.



	English IV

	This course aims to develop writing ability, ranging from paragraph to theme, for academic purposes. At the same time, it aims to develop students’ way of thinking in English through writing.

	This course focuses on developing students’ aural and oral abilities; listening and speaking. Students need to have aural proficiency to understand TV and radio broadcasting. As for speaking abilities, this course prepares students to express their opinions and feelings on various topics as well as in daily conversations.

	The seminar-type courses reflect different genres and study methods: Linguistics・Philosophical and Cultural Studies,  Text Reading, Manner of Expression, and Current English Studies.

	Elementary German

	1st + 2nd
	This course introduces students to the language and culture of the modern German-speaking world. The focuses will be placed on learning　to use basic German grammar and vocabulary in meaningful contexts.

	Elementary French

	1st + 2nd
	This is an introductory language course designed for students with no prior training in French.  Emphasis will be placed on developing basic speaking, writing, listening and reading skills as　well as awareness of French and Francophone cultures.

	Elementary Russian

	This elementary Russian course is designed to introduce students to the rudimentary grammar of the Russian language via speaking, listening, reading, and writing.  Students will learn the basics of the Russian case and verb systems and will achieve active use of the language at a basic level.

	This is a Chinese language course for beginners. It aims at helping students to develop communicative competence in the four basic skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing the Chinese　language. Students will learn basic vocabulary and sentence structures for use in essential daily-life situations.

	The objective of the course is to equip students with communicative skills in speaking, listening, reading, and writing at a basic level in Korean.  While linguistic aspects of the Korean language are the primary focus, introduction to the social and cultural background of the language will also form an important part of the course.

	This course is a beginner’s level of Modern Standard Arabic. Students will be expected to learn to speak using simple sentences, read, and write.  Attention will be given to grammar and conjugations.

	English Seminar

	1st+2nd
	Small-sized seminar classes taught by native speaker teachers of English nurture communicative competence and cross-cultural understanding. Students will appreciate different cultures through speeches and discussions, and will learn to express for themselves. Limited to students who demonstrate high language proficiency in English.
