This Movement  Order began at 0500 at the United States Naval Academy and the team arrived to the start at 0600. The Half Marathon began at 0710 and the Five Miler began at 0755. All the runners finished before 0930. MIDN Grace Lane finished 2nd in her age group with a fast time of 33:50 and MIDN Niki Roxbury finished 1st in her age group with a time of 33:05.  The Movement Order finished at 1200 when the bus arrived back at the yard.
