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On the other side:

Mathematics majors can explore some of the mathematics
relevant to weather forecasting in SA367, Mathematical
Modeling and SM365, Scientific Computing. Math majors
learn about handling data in SM239, Probability and
Statistics and SM339, Applied Statistics.
