Lieutenant Commander Bruce A. McDonald reported for duty as Director of the
United States Naval Academy Band in October of 2012.

After promotion to Chief Petty Officer in 1997, he transferred to
the U.S. Navy School of Music in Little Creek, Virginia, where he graduated first in
his class from both the Ceremonial Conductor/Drum Major and the Enlisted
Bandleader/Assistant Director courses. He then transferred to the Atlantic Fleet
Band in Norfolk, Virginia, where he was the ceremonial band director and assistant
concert band conductor prior to his commissioning in October 2000 and
subsequent assignment to the U.S. Navy Band.

LCDR McDonald holds a master's degree in instrumental conducting from the University of lllinois at Urbana-Champaign.

In recent years, the band has supported the Naval Academy Admissions Department, touring throughout the country and
performing at admissions forums and high schools. These events have greatly contributed to diversity initiatives and an
overall increase in the number of applications to the Naval Academy.
